She also works with The Contact Centre
facilitating visits between estranged parents and their children in a secure
environment.”

Helen Sprawson-White presented both recipients with
specially commissioned paperweights and certificates in recognition of their
unstinting work in the community over many years.

Clir. Sprawson-White, concluded: "Both Sally and Alan have shown amazing
commitment, are an inspiration to all of us and have without doubt helped make
Frome a better place.”
