We have made the following changes
as aresult. First, applications now need
to be made during March next year and
successful organisations will receive their
grants during May.

Second, we have divided the type of

grants into three types. Small grants, not
exceeding £300, will be made to success-
ful applicants. The strings attached are
simply that Frome people must be the
beneficiaries.

We shall also be making larger grants
(we have purposely not set a ceiling).
These applications must be able to show
how the grant would be used to help
deliver some specific priorities.

We shall be setting our priorities during
the Autumn and if you have aview on
what they ought to be for 2010/11, we
would like to hear from you.
